8UMMARY: The Coast Guard is amending
the regulations concerning the use of
non-U.S. citizens as licensed individuals
and unlicensed seamen on U.S.
documented vessels to provide a general
waiver for offgshore supply vessels
{OSVs) operating out of foreign ports,
and mobile offshore drilling units
(MODUs) operating beyond the water
above the U.S. Outer Continental Shelf.
This action is necessary to ellow these
vessels to operate in areas subject to
foreign jurisdiction where [ocal
citizenship laws may apply and where
recruitment of U.S. citizens may be
impractical. The intent of this action is
to allow these operations to be
conducted without obligating the
operators to request individual waivers
for each situation in which a non-U.S.
citizen may be employed or engaged.

This waiver is only effective for those
0OSVs and MCDUs which meet specific
operational criteria. The requirement
that any individual serving as master on
these vessels must be a citizen of the
United States is not waived by this
action. With respect to an OSV
operating from a foreiga port and not
operating on the water above the U.S.
Quter Continental Shelf, and a MODU
operating beyond the water above the
U.S. Quter Continental Shelf, this waiver
permits the licensed individuals {except
for the Master), and more than 25
percent of the total number of
unlicensed seamen, to be non-U.S.
citizens.
