Operators
under phase 2 were informed of their
conversion in & letter dated july 25, 1988.
However, because of the suspension.
phase 2 operators should disregard the
July 25, 1888, instructions and continue
reporting productirn data to BLM.
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Phases 3 and 4 would have converted
leases/agreements under the jurisdiction
of the BLM Tulsa District Office and the
New Mexico BLM State Offices
respectively. Phase 3 and 4 operators
should continue reporting production
data to BLM.
