Pursuant to the OCS Lands Act, the 

Secretary of the Interior is authorized to 
grant leases for minerals other \han oil. 
gas. and sulphur on the OCS based on 
competitive bids and under such terms. 
conditicns. royalties, and rentals as he/ 
she may prescribe. 

On March 10.1983, President Reagan 
proclaimed an Exclusive Economic Zone 
(EEZ) for the ocean area within 200 
nautical miles of the baseline from 
which the territorial sea of the United 
States including its territories is 
measured. The EEZ includes areas that 
may be favorable for a variety of 
strategic and critical materials including 
phosphates and minerals containing 
copper, lead, zinc, cobalt. nickel, silver, 
cadmium. titanium. and manganese. 
Recognizing the potential for the 
development of these domestic 
resources, the President declared in his 
Stale of the Union address of January 
26,1984. that the Department will 
encourage careful. selective exploration 
and production of our vital resources in 
the EEZ within the 200-miIe limit off our 
coasts. but with strict adherence to 
environmental laws and with f u l l  State 
and public participation. 

environmental and management aspects 
of exploration for strategic, critical, and 
other minerals on the OCS the 
Department is reviewing the desirability 
of promulgating new regulations to 
govern lhese activities.
